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To improve the student’ s skill in listening and speaking. Students will receive guidance and
encouragement to gain confidence in speaking about a variety of subjects. Speaking assignments will
start small(short) and build up to giving a 2-minute speech about a chosen subject. The student’ s
listening skills will be honed and enhanced by on the fly listening tests and mini contests. Also,
longer transcription assignments will be given to challenge students to listen carefully and
KB ETEA accurately.
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The goals of this course will be to provide students with a basic understanding of the French

language through the academic disciplines of reading, writing, speaking, and listening. With these

skills students will be able to have basic conversations in French by the course’ s completion. They

will also be able to read and write in French. Communication skills will be stressed as the greatest

"ot - learning import of this class. Finally, students will gain some familiarity with French history and

Ko AR culture through supplementary activities.
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This course is designed to prepare students for careers in the digital arts field. Students will
learn the basics of digital media including: graphic design, animation, and digital illustration. The
course will be lecture based, and will involve lots of student led activities, demonstrations,
workshops, and discussions.
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1. Students will conduct and participate in a "Model United Nations General Assembly" session. The
activity i1s designed to acquaint students with issues in international relations and the structure,
aims and procedures used by the United Nations to resolve disputes between nations. Students will
research, write arguments and counter arguments to facilitate debates.
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2. Students will be able to justify the purpose of the United Nations, analyze current and past
issues pertaining to the United Nations, research and discuss current issues in international
relations, as well as develop fair compromises with their peers.
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
